There is
still the Grassy Point lockout issue, and we need to plan how to incorporate. Wol-
fram Verlaan has spent some of his vacation time working on that, and there are
more reasons than ever for us to become an official non-profit. I know that will kill
meeting attendance, so I'll also mention this: we need to start thinking about what
we want to do with some of the bank account. There have been many ideas floated
over the last two years that have been sunk because of lack
of funding. We now have a respectable account and we might be able to look into
an outreach program for kids to learn to windsurf, maybe donate some of it to our
favorite cause, and definitely have a good end-of-the-year party.

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Ready To Tie One On?  Another August is upon us and once again the chal-
lenge has been issued.  The third annual running of the Padre Island Canal Circumnavigation Race  is on
the  scheduled for August 23.  We have a new wrinkle (actually an old wrinkle) this year with the arrival of
a few Windsurfer One Designs.  In the interest of getting rigged before sundown, tie on booms are optional
on vintage gear.  After Mike Murphy's 2002 horizon job on the rest of the fleet on his O'brien Sensation,  its
become apparent that (at least in this race) vintage gear rules.   I've ‘tested' one of the windsurfers three
times now and believe it to be the board for this year's event.  In the canals it seems quick, spins tacks on
a dime, and the triangular sail provides an efficient weather vane for the oddly gusting winds.  As usual the
race is run in two halves with a pit stop at Dick Ward's dock for a small party before we again set out for
the last half of the circular course.  If there is someone out there who would like to time the arrival intervals
at the half way point, we'll leave in that fashion.  If no timer steps forward, then we'll just leave in the order
of our arrival from the halfway point.  All other rules are standard: Rule #1 Don't intentionally run over any-
one and Rule #2 protests are not considered unless they draw blood.  Simple rules I'm sure all will agree.
       The rotating trophy will be awarded at the September meeting.  Mike has assured me it is in ‘good as
new' condition (which means its probably rather dusty) and there are still several years to go on those stars
before it will be permanently retired.  In addition, this year's winner will also receive a genuine CCWA T-
shirt    We've doubled the prizes this year hoping to at least double the number of racers.                                                

Okay, enough of this spoof.  The race is really a
fun event that will provide plenty of opportunity to
laugh at all involved.  It does require a tad of long-
board experience  and any longboard will do.  Shoes
are recommended for the getting safely down the
slippery ramp at the start and climbing out at the
end.  Of course if you wish to try it on some other
type of board you are welcome to give it a go.              

The route begins and ends at Point A which is
the boat ramp just past the open air cathedral on
Encantada.  You can unload on the boat ramp but
please pull your car off the ramp and park along the
road.  After what is usually an upwind two blocks,
you turn left and head for the infamous ‘bridge too
low’ B  Once under that obstacle the path expands
and its a nice broad reach to the back canal  where
Dick and Arleen’s dock- C awaits the fleet's arrival
at the mid point.  The remainder of the course is the

only way to re-
turn to the
starting point
and it can be a bit confusing if you've overstayed your bilge with too
much frothy liquids.  It seems those canals begin to all look alike by
that time.  To ease your fears, we'll have copies of the above map for
review at the dock stop.  We'll have a cooler full of iced drinks for all
registered racers- last minute arrivals are welcome but you might not
get any free libations.  The cooler will be full of Mexican beer with
maybe a coke or two as well.  Registration is easy- let me know you'll
be there.

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Grassy Still Gated  At the June meeting a committee was appointed to look into our
alternatives regarding the closing of Grassy Point by the current lease holder.  Crab Lumley, Arleen Ward
and Roy Tansill were assigned the task of finding out what can be done.  Spence, the lease holder, was
contacted personally by Arleen.  He wanted $300 a month from the club in exchange for access to the
point initially then he decided he'd be happy if we would supply 6 5-member teams to pull an all day
cleanup of his adjoining marina property.  That plus a $500 dollar payment from the club would entitle us to
one year's access to Grassy.   If we would agree to do this on August 2, he'd supply a free lunch for 30
      Meanwhile I was busy talking to several different government offices and until Claudette threw a
wrench into the works, we were planning to produce a show of force at the town hall meeting scheduled for
Flour Bluff on July 14th.  Back to the drawing board on that one.  The next town hall meeting I'm aware of
is one slated for the Island in October (date TBA).  We have very good advice available to us from our own
membership.  It always surprises me when I get into something like this how well the CCWA is networked
into Corpus Christi s̀ hierarchy.  Basically our present alternatives seem to be: 1) do nothing, 2) pay
Spence either as a club or negotiate individually for access 3) get help from one of several city agencies to
circumvent the present reality.  For myself, I won't pay money to someone who has taken from me that
which they now demand I pay for.  I suppose that attitude would have landed me in a Federal Prison had I
been around when income tax was first legislated.  I've grown up with the knowledge that I work about
40% of the time in order to pay taxes- always been that way so I really don't mind (much).                                             

Despite its excellent launch geography, Grassy Point is not worth the time, materials and labor the local
windsurfers have already invested in it as it is- let alone pay someone else just to get back in.  Given some
very limited improvements (fresh water availability, some rest room availability, upkeep to name a few)
would ease my objections some to the second alternative.   The first alternative appeals to many who be-
lieve the current lease holder is losing money daily and will have to s̀top the bleeding' soon.  This may or
may not work to our advantage even if its true.  Again, for me,  this is not my preferred course- I'd prefer a
more proactive course.  The third alternative looks promising to me.  The current lease holder promised a
lot but has delivered on very little to date and shows no sign of fulfilling those initial plans.  We have sev-
eral previously untapped resources within our membership and can get our message across to the  right
officials.  This all takes time and planning- over the past month your committee has been busy.   Please, if
you have anything to add to this ranting,  let me know.  I don't èdit' letters to the editor  so tell all of us
what you think- I'll happily print as many as 10-12 pages will hold.  Well, some things may be edited- we
are a family organization.  I also spell check the final product so don't worry about spelling.                                                                          

My evil twin favors a 4th alternative but that's definitely a last resort for many and totally unacceptable
even then to most.  I'm  really annoyed by our own lack of serious action several years ago- that lack of
awareness has greatly aided the present dilemma.  Our cost for the same lease would have been most
reasonable had we been aware the lease was available. We were not and that's our fault.  I don't want that
to happen again.  Meanwhile I've another pressing matter to deal with: who was it that invited hurricane
Claudette to the town hall meeting?

A Tribute to John Estes by Chip Ducrest

     On July 25, 2003, the windsurfing community lost another one of its
key contributors to the sport. John Estes, who many of us knew from our
dealings with Gulftech,  passed away from a heart-attack. John was only
40 years old. For those who didn't know John, and for those that did, I
would like to put in words what he meant to me.
     John was the driving force behind the scenes at Gulftech. Don Mc-
Cormick, with John's help, started the company back in Port Arthur in the
mid 1980's, and moved it to Corpus in the early 90's.  There, in a small
metal building, the Gulftech crew built what were and still are, the
strongest booms in the world. Don may have had the vision to create
Gulftech, but in my mind  it was John's hand's that built the company. His
mechanical ability helped create the ovens, jigs, racks, lay-up stations
and everything else that made for a solid and reliable product.
     A testament to John's ability is the fact that booms, which he made
over fifteen years ago, can still be found among both racers and wave-
sailors. Over the years, the limited space in that metal building grew into a
home for other products, and a second home for John.
     I had the opportunity to work with John at Gulftech (as did many others
in Corpus) for about six months. I was thoroughly impressed with his in-
ventiveness, computer skills, mechanical ability, and best of all, his good
nature. It really was fun to work with John.  As I had a “real” job in the en-
vironmental consulting business, I had to leave Gulftech. But before I left,
I knew I had one thing to do. That was to find a job for John within our
company. Fortunately, there was an opening close to his hometown of
Beaumont, and he jumped at the opportunity. His parents were getting up
in age, and he had been wanting to spend more time with them, and so it
happened. I cannot express how fast he picked up this totally foreign
work environment. He quickly moved up in the company, supervising
more “educated” personnel. I spoke with John frequently, helping him with
problems he encountered, and vise-a-versa. Time and again, his imagina-
tion and innovation, helped find solutions to problems which many of us
hadn't seen.
     There are many other things that made him a great guy, as those who
knew him can attest. He leaves behind a void that will be hard to fill. It has
been less that a year since we lost Pete Nordby, and now John. Two
friends, and two former co-workers, who left us
way too soon.

   The source of our Peak Wind data
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2003 Gorge Blowout - The Flatwater Geek from New Mexico reporting:
     With the cancellation of this year©s Gorge Games, I didn©t think the Blowout would happen. And offi-
cially the Blowout did not happen this year. However, an event that looks and smells like the Blowout did.
Different name on the same event and it©s now the Gorge Cup Downwinder. I guess there are some le-
gal/political/marketing reasons for the name change but I©m just going to call it the Blowout.
     The pre-race wind on the morning of July 12th was a little light, but was forecasted to build in time for
the start. The wind did build, but not as much as everyone hoped for. By mid-morning, formula gear was
starting to populate the grassy launch in Stevenson. With my formula gear only 1400 miles away, I was
on non-formula vacation, my biggest gear was a ©03 Starboard Carve-111 and a Windwing 6.5 Race. Bill
Kline was nice enough to let me borrow a 38 cm fin, so I had a pretty good setup for a typical windy
Blowout race. If the wind did not build, I was prepared, like the rest of the non-formula fleet, for a long
and painful schlogg through the first half of the course. Ironically, I had a larger sail - Windwing had given
me a ©04 7.6 proto Hammer to demo while I was in the Gorge - but I didn©t have a long enough mast to rig
it on.  During the skippers meeting, Bill Hansen pedals up on a bike [car is being repaired]. I share my sit-
uation with him and he disappears off to the Windwing warehouse in town with a promise to come back
with a mast. I had pretty much written-off any hope of using the 7.6. Just a few minutes before the start,
Bill surprises me and bikes up with a 1-piece mast. I©d love a picture of him biking with a 15© mast... I rob
the boom from the rigged 6.5, duct tape a mast tip plug onto the mast, and get the rigged sail on the wa-
ter with about two minutes before the start sequence. I take a couple of short reaches to set the harness
lines, boom height, check the adjustable outhaul setting and just barely catch the start sequence flag.
     I get lucky and catch a good puff for the start. With the outhaul dumped all the way, I©m surprisingly
powered-up enough to go relatively deep off the wind. This might not be so bad after all. After all the pre-
start tension and rigging frenzy adrenaline rush wanes, I start to think... how is this prototype sail going to
perform w/o its cam [previous user removed it], is my fin going to be too small, how will this board perform
through the Corridor [my only other time on this board was in Baja as a light wind wave board], did I rig
my booms too low or are they slipping down? Answers: Just fine, no, great, no, and yes - my booms are
indeed slipping down. New questions: is the inhaul just loose [I had to reset the line length to go around
the fatter borrowed mast], is the line damaged and about to break?
      After taking two falls, due to riding big gusts and getting suckered too close to shore and jibing in a
vacuum, I realize that I had been an idiot for not dealing with the boom slipping down while in the water.
New plan: remember to deal with the boom during the next splash. Just above Viento, I have to stop and
deal with the boom [sans falling] because it©s crept down over six inches and my bent-knee stance is be-
coming very awkward. Where©s a well timed fall when you need it? I was just going to raise the booms
and try to time the creep to occur through the Narrows [I usually lower my booms an inch or two when
very powered] but decide it would be prudent to raise the booms and tighten the inhaul. While about
even with first tunnel, I have my first and only control issue [a.k.a. blowing up at high speed]. I waterstart
away with only a damaged ego as a consequence. The Dog Mountain god [or goddess?] let me slip
through with phasers only set to stun. The run through Swell and the Hatch was the most fun I©ve had in
a few years - even with booms that are still creeping a wee bit. The swell was big enough to clean up the
chop and the wind wasn©t too strong - the pucker factor was just right. [My hat©s off to Bruce and Dale on
10.5+ sails. You guys are in another class. You©re not animals, you©re alien-class athletes...]. After I get
suckered deep into the cove in lower part of the Hatch and have to swim a couple of minutes to get back
into the wind, so much for learning from experience, the final two tacks to the finish are uneventful.
      This year©s Blowout was the most fun I©ve had in years. Not schlogging for hours and not getting
knocked senseless sure makes for more fun. Looking forward to next year©s event - Hopefully it©s officially
©The Blowout© and part of the Gorge Games.   Thanks to the volunteers, sponsors, and CGWA for making
it happen w/o GG endorsement. Having food [great BBQ!] and drink at the Event Site sure was nice...
     Thanks to HR Ford for donating the prize money. I have to give one of their salesman [name withheld
to protect the guilty] a ©Best Bluff© award for trying to blow me off when I tried to cash my 3rd place check
at the dealership. He tried to tell me the check was just a coupon to be used toward the purchase of a
new vehicle.

     Don Gentry & Cindy Anderson©s house, 15373 Isabella Court, on the island.   PHONE: 949-9785.
EATS: 4:00 p.m.  SAIL: 1:00 p.m.  from island (launch off dock or lot next door) or 2:15 from Flour Bluff.
To get there by  land, after crossing the JFK BRIDGE, follow Park Road 22 to the second stop light, then
turn right at WHITECAP.  Continue west about 1.3 miles to the next-to-last street , which is Isabella Court
(right past Isla Pinta) and turn LEFT.  Go to the very end of the cul-de-sac and park anywhere.  There is a
vacant lot to the right of the house, so you can park there, or on the center island if the driveway is full.
Try to leave a lane open in the lot for anyone with a trailer to get in for launch or pickup of sailing gear.
     Those of us who live on the island will start from Don©s at about 1:00 p.m. on a downwind (assuming
the usual southeast wind) out the canal and across the Laguna to Yorktown, where we will meet the sailors
from the mainland side, who wish to sail out of Yorktown, or anywhere in that area you can leave your
trailer.  Then around 2:15 we will sail together upwind to the Whitecap canal.  Those who can  may tack
their way up the canal to Don©s.   Those who prefer to may 1) land on the south  side where there is a fairly
easy walk up the beach to directly across from, and an easy shot to, Don©s dock; or 2) land anywhere
along there and wait for Don©s boat to pick you up & pull your board up the canal.
     Then we greet, eat, and meet from around 4:00 to whenever, which, for those who are sailing back
downwind to Flour Bluff to their trailers, probably means around 6:30 (depending on sunset time by then)
to give you time to get well across the Laguna  and de-rig before sunset.
     Sail longboards, shortboards,   monohulls,  cats, motorboats, kayaks or anything that suits your fancy
and if it breaks down midway, we can
pick you up.   If you  have doubts about
the ability of your craft (or yourself) to
make the upwind crossing,  be sure to let
somebody else know you are starting out
so we will miss you when we arrive and
can send a boat.     Otherwise your sup-
per might consist of whatever you can
scrounge from the Laguna while waiting
for the wind to blow you back to the lee-
ward shore.
     Don & Cindy will furnish snacks &
dips,  picnic ware, ice, and veggie burg-
ers.   Bring a dish to share.    Those who
wish to can bring their preferred protein
source.
