After a week of talking to the CCWA's attorney, and folks on both ‘sides’ the
newly elected Board met for its first and most likely last time. A compromise acceptable to both the cur-
rent Board (by unanimous vote) and the slate members was set in motion. We will be voting on another
new Board at the January 22 meeting. We are now confident we can count and verify votes from non at-
tending members and already many valid replies have been received. If you are a member and have not
received a January ballot by either e-mail or US mail, | apologize. Some of our addresses are undoubt-
edly out dated but we sent out a ton of emails and went through two books of stamps mailing to those for
whom we had no valid email address. The ballot is available on the CCWA web site
(www.corpuschristiwindsurfing.com) and we will have them available at the meeting also. One vote for sin-
gle membership and two for family memberships is the limit, so if you've sent in your vote, please don’t
vote twice.

When not sending out ballots and scrambling about trying to get caught up on Christmas shopping, I've
had some time to think about where the CCWA is going in the future and where it is today. Changes have
already begun; most notable in my mind is Bill Jones and Trina Haley taking their time to work with me
looking for a mainland side Laguna launch. In the process it was impossible not to both like and trust Bill
as | got to better know him. The future success of the club is going to rely on the club members as well as
the five folks in the leadership roles. The Slate has proposed moving the CCWA on from its current
‘social club’ mode to an ‘action committee’ mode with the following stated goals:

a) Protect access to existing launches

b) Promote the growth of windsurfing

c) Create a partnership with the city of Corpus Christi

d) Create a partnership with the Padre Island National Seashore

e) Create a partnership with the Corpus Christi Chamber of Commerce and Visitors Bureau

f) Advocate improvements to the existing local launches

g) Explore with our partners the possibilities/practicalities of creating additional launch site and
teaching locations

h) Promote wind sport safety and work with other wind sports for mutual benefit

i) Sponsor civic activities

Those are all worthy goals and most will need the membership’s support to fulfil. The CCWA'’s future
looks good- with everyone’s help and energy that future looks very good indeed. | am voting for the
Slate and hope all of us will support them and their efforts to improve windsurfing in Corpus Christi.
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A GUII’S Eye V|eW by Meg Jones

Seagulls wheeled and laughed above me in a sky so blue it matched the shade of my new 2005
Exocet 78 Universal Wave® Board. Sea foam hissed as | sped through the trough between two
perfectly formed waves. A quick carve on soft rails and snap of the sail took me into a steep
ramp that launched me toward my seagull friends. All went silent as | floated above the waves
and then gently landed only to speed toward the next set. What a perfect board — what a perfect
day. And then | woke up. The only real part of that dream was the board — it certainly was not
my wave sailing ability, as | am only recently able to get out and back without a spin in the rinse
cycle.

The 2005 Exocet 78 Universal Wave® is truly a dream come true with a moderate rocker, soft
rails, compact design (230 x 58 cm) and balanced volume distribution (78 litters). After noticing
that a number of excellent local beach sailors including Olivier Jalais, Kyle Krebs, Louis
Ducharme and Chuck Schonefeld were sailing 2003 and 2004 versions of this board, it became a
good candidate to replace my now waterlogged but much loved Bassett. The only problem was —
their boards were definitely not my color. From this Gull's Eye View, if you are going to spend
some money on something, it better look good! Exocet must have gotten the message, because
avocado green and mustard yellow have been replaced by awesome global graphics in white,
gray and red on a deep sky blue background. But enough about cosmetics - lets talk about what
makes this a perfect choice for the light to medium-weight bump & jump and wave sailor.

The heart of this board is carbon and wood, offering remarkable strength and lightness without
the stiff ride. This was put to the test recently during the last norther when the board blew off of
the roof of my car, but suffered nary a ding. The relatively even volume distribution and extra
width really helps to keep the board planning through lulls, and the unique wide and thin shape
of this board allows for the sharpest turns while still remaining very easy to sail. The board turns
on a dime even at a near stall (a.k.a. rescue jibe), and from this Gull's Eye View, a dry jibe is a
beautiful jibe. Finally, the Exocet 78 Universal Wave’ accommodates a remarkably wide range of
sails from 3.3 to 5.7m” which means it's the only board you will need for our local sailing condi-
tions. = -

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Ezzy Sri Lanka Factory Personnel Tusnami Relief

Many people have asked how they might help in the relief effort following last week® devastating earth-
quake and tsunami which ravaged much of the Indian Ocean Basin. As many of you know, the Ezzy Salil
loft/factory is located in Sri Lanka, one of the hardest hit areas,where large numbers of the population
perished. Fortunately, the Ezzy factory is located on the western side of the island
nation, just north of the capital city of Colombo. Fortunately, that is, because that
portion of the island was somewhat sheltered in relation to the direction of the
Tsunami, meaning that in general there was not the significant devastation seen
in many of the other parts of the island.while it is not yet possible to get a lot of
specific news about the situation at the factory, David Ezzy, the owner, and Tim
Ortlieb, theUSA Ezzy Distributor, have been able to learn that some of the Ezzy
team and their families on Sri Lanka sadly lost their homes, belongings, and even
family members. For those of you who have been looking for a way to participate
in the relief effort, for a way in which all of the money you donate would go directly
to the people who need it the most (bypassing the middlemen who traditionally get
a cut), Tim Ortlieb has set up an "Ezzy Lanka Fund" for the victims working at the
Ezzy factory.
